In new children’s Christmas book, “A Tree’s Christmas”


TAMPA – If your Christmas tree could talk, what would it say? How would it describe the wonders of what it’s like to be at the center of the family’s Christmas celebration?


In the new children’s Christmas book, “A Tree’s Christmas”, by Tampa author Andrew Bowen, the Christmas tree at the center of it all does indeed tell its own stories of its adventures in a family’s house during Christmas – with color commentary by its sidekick, Lucky the Irish Setter.


“It’s a sweet story that I’m sure young children will like,” commented reviewer Dr. Judith Briles, author of more than 20 books and board member of the Colorado Independent Publisher’s Association. “Adults will understand and love the circle of life theme. And, of course, the author reminds us there’s a lot more to a tree than its branches, nettles and leaves!” 

The hardback, at only 68 pages, starts out with narration by a 13-year-old girl who says she can’t decide if the story she is about to tell is real or if she dreamed it. That’s up to the reader to decide, she says, as the story begins.
Lovingly taken out and laid down in the family’s snow-covered garden after Christmas, to the amazement, surprise and delight of the trees around the garden,  the Christmas tree spends the night telling them what it was like to be a part of the family’s Christmas celebration, to be the center of attention during the special season, and how it helped make their Christmas even better. 

“The surprise ending will touch everyone’s hearts,” said Briles.
